The machine is designed for sanding drywall, ceilings and walls; clearing the floors, paint coatings,
adhesive and loose plaster etc.

Our machine is not suitable for processing any object containing asbestos.
You must abide by certain safety precautions when using the equipment in order to prevent injury or
damage occurring. Please read through this operation manual carefully

GENERAL POWER TOOL SAFETY WARNINGS
Read all safety warnings and instructions. Failure to heed warnings and follow instructions may result in
electric shock, fire and/or serious injury.

Keep safety warnings and instructions for future reference.

The term “power tool” in the safety warnings refers to your mains operated (corded) power tool or
battery- operated (cordless) power tool.

2.1 WORKING AREA
= Keep working area clean and well lit. Untidy and dark areas can lead to accidents.

» Do not operate power tools in potentially explosive surroundings, for example, in the presence of inflammable liquids,
gases or dust. Power tools create sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes.

= Keep children and bystanders at a distance when operating a power tool. Distractions can cause you to lose control of it.

2.2 ELECTRICAL SAFETY

= Always check that the power supply corresponds to the voltage on the rating plate.

»  Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. Do not use adapter plugs with earthed
power tools. Unmodified plugs and matching outlets will reduce the risk of an electric shock.

= Avoid body contact with earthed surfaces such as pipes, radiators, kitchen ranges and refrigerators. There is an
increased risk of an electric shock if your body is earthed.

» Do not expose power tools to rain or wet conditions. If water gets inside a power tool, it will increase the risk of an
electric shock.

» Do not damage the cord. Never use the cord for carrying, pulling or unplugging the power tool. Keep the cord away
from heat, oil, sharp edges or moving parts. Damaged or entangled cords increase the risk of an electric shock.

= When operating a power tool outdoors, use an extension cable suitable for outdoor use. Using a cord suitable for
outdoor use reduces the risk of an electric shock.

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If operating a power tool in a damp location is unavoidable, use a power supply protected by a residual current

device (RCD). Using an RCD reduces the risk of an electric shock.

2.3 PERSONAL SAFETY

Stay alert, watch what you are doing and use common sense when operating a power tool. Do not use a power tool
when you are tired or under the influence of drugs, alcohol or medication. A moment of inattention when operating
a power tool may result in serious personal injury.

Use safety equipment. Always wear eye protection. Using safety equipment such as a dust mask, non-skid safety
shoes, a hard hat, or hearing protection whenever it is needed will reduce the risk of personal injury.

Avoid accidental starts. Ensure the switch is in the off position before inserting the plug. Carrying power tools with
your finger on the switch or plugging in power tools when the switch is in the on position makes accidents

more likely.

Remove any adjusting keys or spanners before turning on the power tool. A spanner or key left attached to a
rotating part of the power tool may result in personal injury.

Do not reach out too far. Keep your feet firmly on the ground at all times. This will enable you retain control over the
power tool in unexpected situations.

Dress properly. Do not wear loose clothing or jewelery. Keep your hair, clothing and gloves away from the power
tool. Loose clothes, jewelery or long hair can become entangled in the moving parts..

If there are devices for connecting dust extraction and collection facilities, please ensure that they are attached and

used correctly. Using such devices can reduce dust-related hazards.

2.4 POWER TOOL USE AND CARE

Do not expect the power tool to do more than it can. Use the correct power tool for what you want to do. A power
tool will achieve better results and be safer if used in the context for which it was designed.

Do not use the power tool if the switch cannot turn it on and off. A power tool with a broken switch is dangerous and
must be repaired.

Disconnect the plug from the power source before making adjustments, changing accessories, or storing power
tools. Such preventive safety measures reduce the risk of starting the power tool accidentally.

Store power tools, when not in use, out of the reach of children and do not allow people who are not familiar with
the power tool or these instructions to operate it. Power tools are potentially dangerous in the hands of untrained
users.

Maintain power tools. Check for misalignment or jammed moving parts, breakages or any other feature that might
affect the operation of the power tool. If it is damaged, the power tool must be repaired. Many accidents are caused
by using poorly maintained power tools.

Keep cutting tools sharp and clean. Properly maintained cutting tools with sharp cutting edges are less likely to jam

and are easier to control.

Use the power tool, accessories and cutting tools, etc., in accordance with these instructions and in the manner
intended for the particular type of power tool, taking into account the working conditions and the work which needs
to be done. Using a power tool in ways for which it was not intended can lead to potentially hazardous situations.

2.5 SERVICE
Your power tool should be serviced by a qualified specialist using only standard spare parts. This will
ensure that it meets the required safety standards.

BEFORE YOU START
: Attention: You must abide by the following basic safety measures against electrical shocks, injuries

and the danger of fire when using electric tools. Read and abide by these instructions before you start

The equipment must never be used in surroundings where an explosive atmosphere exists.

Do not let the cable touch any parts of your body.
= Only use a single extension cable approved for use in work environments.

= Do not force the machine for unsuitable work eg. rough grinding, brushing etc.
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CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

Always disconnect the plug from the socket before carrying out any cleaning work.

9.1 CLEANING

= Keep all air gaps and engine housing clean as far as possible.
= Wipe the device with a clean cloth or blow it with compressed air.
= We recommend cleaning the device every time it's done.

»  Clean the device regularly with a damp cloth and a small amount of soap. Do not use detergents or solvents that can

damage the plastic parts of the device. Be careful that water does not get inside the device.

9.2 MAINTENANCE
Our machines have been designed to operate over a long period of time with a minimum of maintenance.
Continuous satisfactory operation depends upon proper machine care and regular cleaning. Please charge

the battery regularly, for example, once every 6 months.

10. REPAIR

Only use accessories and spare parts recommended by the manufacturer.

If the device is damaged after a few days, despite our quality control and your maintenance, only an
authorized electrician can repair it.

11 ENVIRONMENT

Should your appliance need replacement after extended use, do not dispose of it with the household
refuse, but in an environmentally safe way.

Waste produced by electrical machine items should not be handled like normal household rubbish. Please
recycle where recycle facilities exist. Check your Local Authority or retailer for recycling advice.
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SANDING CEILINGS [1-11]

Pivot the machine 90°

REMOVING THE DUST HOSE

Loosen the clasp with a screwdriver and remove the head end of the hose [1-12].

Rotate the hose counter clockwise to remove from the rod end [1-13]

DISASSEMBLE THE EXTENSION ROD [1-14]
To remove the extension rod press down firmly on the release button and slide out of the handle.

QUICK START GUIDE
1. Hold the machine with both hands

2. Before operation ensure all fasteners are closed

3. Connect to the mains power supply

4. Before switching on the machine, keep the sanding head away from surfaces

5. Start the machine and begin operation.

6. Once finished sanding, keep the sanding head away from any surfaces and switch off the machine.

NORDIC

Only use identical replacement parts when servicing. Otherwise risk-free operation can not be guaranteed.

Do not put the machine down until the operating head has stopped spinning as this may cause you to lose control of

the machine.
Regularly clean the exhaust port on your machine.
Operate the sander with a firm grip in both hands.

When sanding do not use too big sandpaper. When purchasing a grinding disc please observe the manufacturers
specifications. Sand paper beyond the grinding block leads to risk of cutting and injury and may prevent correct
functionality.

We recommend you always wear industrial safety gloves and protective eye wear when working with the drywall

sander. A protective P2 mask is also advised to protect you from hazardous dusts.

OPERATION
ﬁ Before setting up, repair or maintenance of the machine make sure

it is switched off and disconnected from the mains outlet.

BEFORE INITIAL OPERATION:

Check if the rated frequency of the mains supply corresponds to details displayed on the machine.

Before use, read this manual carefully.

FOLD FUNCTION [DIA 1-1; 1-2]
Adjust screw with screwdriver first, then lock in place with the buckle.

EXTENSION HANDLE &HOSE CONNECTION
Loosen the locking mechanism, take the extension rod and insert it into the base of the handle and lock

the mechanism. [1-3]

Loosen the extension handle base locking mechanism. Take the dust hose and connect with the extension

rod before locking it in place. [1-4]
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ELECTRONIC CONTROL

This machine has the following functions:

Lock-on switch [1-5]

Adjustable speed [1-6]:

= Adjust the speed from 800 to 1700rpm by turning the speed wheel [1-6].
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REPLACING THE SANDING PAD [1-7]
= Insert the hex wrench (size 5) into the hexagonal screw

bolt on the sanding pad.
» Hold the sanding pad firmly, then turn the wrench to remove the pad.
» Install a new pad by reversing the above steps.

A ATTENTION: Only install the specified sanding pads on this machine
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STICK THE SANDING PAPER ON THE PAD[1-8]

Please ensure the holes on the paper line up and match the pad holes accurately.

SUCTION POWER ADJUSTMENT [1-9]
Adjust the dial on top of the sanding head
clockwise to reduce or counter-clockwise to

increase suction power.

GRINDING ADJACENT EDGES [1-10]

Detachable brush segments can reach
